OLD TESTAMENT READING Isaiah 49:6-13 
 
He says, “It is too light a thing that you should be my servant to raise up the tribes of Jacob and to bring back 
the preserved of Israel; I will make you as a light for the nations, that my salvation may reach to the end of the 
earth.” Thus says the Lord, the Redeemer of Israel and his Holy One, to one deeply despised, abhorred by the 
nation, the servant of rulers: “Kings shall see and arise; princes, and they shall prostrate themselves, because 
of the Lord, who is faithful, the Holy One of Israel, who has chosen you.”

SCRIPTURE READING Acts 26:19-32 
 

“Therefore, O King Agrippa, I was not disobedient to the heavenly vision, but declared first to those in 

Damascus, then in Jerusalem and throughout all the region of Judea, and also to the Gentiles, that they 

should repent and turn to God, performing deeds in keeping with their repentance. For this reason the Jews 

seized me in the temple and tried to kill me.
